Obviously these are my 

opinions and the type of weather someone 

likes is relative to their tastes, I do not 

assume that my standard is 

what everyone else should be 

measured against.  It does 

seem though that doing just 

that is a very human trait, we 

tend to think that what we 

think is the right and proper 

way to think.

Romans, òDo not be conformed to this world, 
but be transformed by the renewing of your 
minds, so that you may discern what is the 
will of God --  what is good and acceptable 
and perfect.ó  Do not be conformed to this 

world, these are words that I think about on a 

daily basis, the wor ld wants me to think of me 

first, sometimes me only, but Jesus calls us to 

love our neighbor as we love ourselves,  

meaning that we should have our neighborõs 

best interests at heart, and in doing so we will 

find that we have ours as well.

Dear Family of First English, 
  
“Have mercy on me, Lord, for I am in distress.”  

 Psalm 31:9 
  

If we or a loved one is very ill or has just received a 

diagnosis which is potentially life threatening,  

we might cry out to God with this phrase.   
  
Bev Stedman, Marlene Ulrich and I attended a 

seminar on April 21 called “Living with Grief—Cancer 

and End of Life Care.”  The seminar was surely 

applicable to illnesses such as heart and lung disease, 

ŎƘǊƻƴƛŎ ǊŜƴŀƭ ŀƴŘ ƭƛǾŜǊ ŦŀƛƭǳǊŜ ŀƴŘ !ƭȊƘŜƛƳŜǊΩǎΦ  ¢ƘŜ 

main focus was on hospice and palliative care and 

how we, as caregivers, can inform our friends and the 

public about the services available for them.  It also 

stimulated many thoughts as we heard families, 

those with the illness, doctors, social workers, and 

other service providers share insights on what the 

needs of people are.  It was stressed by everyone that 

honest communication and trust needs to be 

developed between all involved.  For all people, hope 

is necessary and that has a variety of definitions.  

Healing occurs in many different ways.   
  
A second very important point was that providers of 

all sorts need to LISTEN to the individual and their 

families on a feeling level as well as symptom level. 

Ask questions, what is their story, what are their 

religious beliefs, what do they want to know and 

respect their answers.   This should be a team effort 

with good treatment, referral to  

appropriate resourcesτsuch as home care, hospice, 

spiritual care, volunteers from churches and within 

the community.  

 

We learned about  palliative careτcare that provides 

coordination of pain control, management of other  

symptoms while client is receiving active treatment 

of the disease process and referrals to other 

resources.   

 

Palliative care many times leads into hospice care 

which is all about AGGRESSIVE  comfort care when 

active disease treatment has ceased.  I liked the 

phrase that was used by members of the panelτWe 

ŀǊŜ ƭƛǾƛƴƎ ǿƛǘƘ ǘƘŜ ǇŜƻǇƭŜ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ άƳǳŘŘƭŜέ ƻŦ ǘƘŜƛǊ 

lives.  It has been proven that many people have their 

life lengthened by going into hospice care rather than 

care received in the intensive care units!!   
  
 
Some of the panel talked about feeling abandoned by 

God? Why me?  No answers were givenτbut many 

of us know that we can be a MINISTRY of PRESENCE.  

We have to acknowledge the spiritual suffering too.  

Many of us know that there is a feeling of awe  as we 

share the these most intimate of times with people.  

One closing thought. It so important for people to 

share their storyτit is part of their legacy to their 

family and friends.  It helps define them and sustains 

a relationship with a loved one long after death.  

Those life stories make bereavement easier for loved 

ones.  Rememberτa referral to ƘƻǎǇƛŎŜ ƛǎƴΩǘ ŀ ŘŜŀǘƘ 

sentence, it is a chance to live life to its fullest at a 

very important time in our life. An early referral, can 

be so meaningful to everyone.
