“Keepers of The Earth” 
  

On July 11th, Pastor Dan and I will be leaving with Church youth and other adults for our trip to the Boundary Waters 
Canoe Area.  We will be in two groups of nine people each.  Our trip will be filled with fun and fellowship—and yes, 
some amazing fishing. 
  
These trips also always lead me to reflect upon the goodness of God’s creation.  During our car wash to raise funds for 
our trip, I started thinking about the importance of water during our trip.  While we are camping in the B.W.C.A., the 
only thing we have to drink is water straight out of the lakes.  Our canoes will glide along the water of rivers and lakes 
that will serve as a kind of amphibious highway.  We will catch fish in these waters for our supper.  These waters also are 
home not only to fish but also to turtles, beavers, ducks, gulls, loons and creatures too many to name here.  We will 
swim in the water, and we will use water to clean our camp dishes and our bodies.  And even though I hope it doesn't 
rain on us during our trip, if it does I will try to remind myself that this rain is watering the trees, flowers, and blueberries 
and is sustaining God’s creation.   
  
When I think about water in the B.W.C.A., I cannot help but also think about the water in the Gulf Coast.  Since the April 
20th explosion of the off-shore oil well, experts estimate that between 23 to 47 million gallons of oil have leaked into 
the Gulf.  Federal authorities say 792 dead birds, sea turtles, dolphins, and other wild life have already been collected 
from the Gulf and its coastline.  The damage could be even greater beneath the water’s surface, where oil and 
dispersants could devastate zoo plankton and tiny invertebrate communities at the base of the aquatic food chain. 
  
It seems very appropriate that the theme for our Vacation Bible School this year was “Keepers of The Earth”.  Surely this 
is the calling of each and everyone of us. 
  
I ask you to pray that we will have a safe journey for our trip to the B.W.C.A.  I ask you to pray that a solution may soon 
be found that will stop the oil from continuing to spill into the waters of the Gulf Coast.  I ask you to do your own part in 
caring for creation by recycling and doing what you can to conserve resources.  I ask you to ponder these words which 
were delivered as part of a speech by Chief Seattle to the U.S. Government back in 1854:

Greetings to you all, I want to take a quick moment to thank all of you for your condolences and expressions of 

concern and care following the death of Sarahõs father June 6th .  Donald Deines was an amazing man and pastor,  

a large hole has been left in our family.  I listened to the stories told by family, by friends, and by former  

congregants about Don, and like Don had a way of doing, even death could not keep him from teaching me  

something.   

  

Donõs lived his life in a way that embodied grace, always seeing things through the hermeneutical lens of 

grace.  That is just a fancy way of saying that he approached life firmly rooted in Godõs grace.  The lesson I 

learned throughout those days following his death was one of turn ing the ordinary into the extraordinary.  Don 

could take a story and see the sermon illustration a mile away, often these stories came from his own life; the most 

powerful usually do, from a duck sitting on the roof of a house, to putting a ponytail in his  daughterõs hair,   to the 

story of his beloved chicken, Sparky, and the infamous Catholic dog that ate her.   



  

The beauty of Don from the pulpit was that he invited you into his life, and welcomed you with open arms; 

the beauty of Don at home was that he  was, for the most part, the same way: loving, forgiving, understanding, true, 

caring, joyful, and joy -filled.  I can still hear him telling Sarah from somewhere behind the face of          

Alzheimerõs that it will be okay, and I believe him. 

  

I will miss  Don, I regret that my two of my three children will not remember their papa firsthand, but he 

will be made known to them as my father will also; and I regret not having the opportunity to learn more from him 

in life, but I continue to embrace what I learn  and have learned from his death.  Thanks for listening; it is a part of 

my grieving process.

How much water did you drink today?  Yesterday?  When the heat index gets above 100 degrees, you should increase 

the amount of water you are drinking.  Normally you should drink eight 8-ounce glasses of water every day.  A survey by 

Rockefeller University discovered that about a third of those who responded drank the recommended amount and 

nearly 10% drank none at all.  This is cause for concern because water is essential to your good health.  Your body is 

made up of 96% water and to keep all systems functioning optimally, it is important to maintain that percentage.  For 

example, drinking water prevents symptoms such as fatigue, dry skin, headaches and constipation.  Severe dehydration 

can affect blood pressure, circulation, digestion, kidney function and even your joints. 

  

In hot weather, you can lose fluids at a rate of a quart or more per hour so drinking water is important to replace what is 

lost through perspiration, urination, breathing, and other body processes.  If you must be in the heat, drinking water will 

prevent cramping, nausea, and heat exhaustion.  If you exercise, drink a glass of water about 20 minutes before the 

activity and at least a half a glass every 15-20 minutes during the activity.  Since many fruits are 80-95% water, they are 

another source of fluid replacement.

There are many designer waters on the market but are they worth the money?  Some are fruit-flavored and packed with 

sugar which you don’t need in your diet.  Some claim to have vitamins or electrolyte supplements but most are 

negligible.  If concerned about getting the proper vitamins and supplements, you would be better off eating fruits and 

vegetables.  Bottled water has its place if the local water tastes bad or if you are uncertain of its quality but it’s best to 

save your money and stick to natural water and a healthy diet. 

  

Dehydration is often signaled first by hunger or fatigue rather than by thirst, so don’t wait to take your fill.  In the same 

way, don’t forget to thirst after God.  The verse above shows that our physical need is equal to our spiritual need.  God 

satisfies our physical thirst with water and our spiritual thirst with his Word.

CHURCH COUNCIL HIGHLIGHTS 

Thursday, June 10, 2010 
Board Meeting Highlights 

  

May pledge offerings totaled $33,656.03 and, of this total $19,576.56 went into the General Fund.  According to the 
Budget, we need $24,800 per month or, $6,200 per week, into the General Fund to break even.  The churh had a 
couple of good Sunday offerings this month however, the other 3 were quite low.  This resulted in using some of the 
reserve from the end of April, but we still ended May with $7,322.81 in the checking account.  On a positive note, our 
new monthly gas budget for the next 12 months is $261/month versus $462.  Also in June our building insurance 
renewal did not increase the payments for next year. 

Pastor reports that the counselors for VBS will be meeting at the church the evening of Sunday, 6/13.  There are 42 
youth registered for this year and the program will be held Thursday 6/17. 

Phil reports that he is excited and ready to go to the Boundary Waters.  This year there are 2 full groups of 9 that will 
be making the trip.  He also reported that the car wash used as a trip fund raiser was a success. 

Pastor Dan was not in attendance as he is away for the funeral service for Sarahôs Father, who passed away on 
Saturday 6/5. 

From the committees, the 4
th
 of July parade is still the hot topic with a theme and volunteers still needed to construct 

the float as well as riders and walkers to hand out items.  A four-wheeler and trailer have been arranged.  A power 
point presentation will be presented at a church service following the VBS to highlight activities.  Pastor Dan is planning 
an outing to Valley Fair later in June.  The welcoming desk has been delivered as well as the paraments. 

The Council also discussed the possibility of having a booth at the Cannon Falls First Thursday of the Month Festival.
